6. Keep pets away from the sale. 
 

7. Display everything neatly and individually so customers don’t have to dig 
through boxes. 

 
8. Have an electrical outlet so buyers can test appliances. 

 
9. Have plenty of bags and newspaper for wrapping fragile items.
